I Kings 5:1-15a

1 Now Naaman. commander of the army of the king of Syria, was a
great and honorable man in the eyes of his master, because by him the
LORD had given victory to Syria. He was also a mighty man of valor.

Please
let him come to me, and he shall know that there 1s a prophet in
Israel.” O Then Naaman went with his horses and chariot, and he
stood at the door of Elisha's house. 10 And Elisha sent a

- messenger to him, saying, "Go and wash in the Jordan seven

times, and your flesh shall be restored to you, and you shall be

clean.” 11 But Naaman became furious, and went away and said, "Indecd, I said to myself, 'He
will surely come out to me, and stand and call on the name of the LORD his God, and wave his
hand over the place, and heal the leprosy.’

The Boy King Josiah

Il Kings 22:1-10, 23:1-7, 10, 21-25

1 Josiah was eight vears old when he became king, and he reigned thirty-one vears in
Jerusalem. His mother's name was Jedidah the daughter of Adaiah of Bozkath. 2 And he did
what was right in the sight of the LORD, and walked in all the ways of his father David; he did
not turn aside to the right hand or to the left. 3 Now it came to pass, in the eighteenth year of
King Josiah, that the king sent Shaphan the scribe, the son of Azaliah, the son of Meshullam, to
the house of the LORD saying: 4 "Go up to Hilkiah the high priest, that he may count the monev
which has been brought into the house of the LORD, which the doorkeepers have gathered from
the people. 5 "And let them deliver it into the hand of those doing the work, who are the
overseers in the house of the LORD; let them give 1t to those who are in the house of the LORD
doing the work, to repair the damages of the house: 6 "to carpenters and builders and masons;
and to buy timber and hewn stone to repair the house. 7 "However there need be no accounting
made with them of the money delivered into their hand, because
they del faithfully.” 8 Then Hilkiah the high priest said to
Shaphan the scribe, "I have found the Book of the Law in the
house of the LORD." And Hilkiah gave the book to Shaphan, and
he read it. 9 So Shaphan the scribe went to the king, bringing the
king word, saying, "Your servants have gathered the money that
was found in the house. and have delivered it into the band of
those who do the work, who oversee the house of the LORD." 10
Then Shaphan the scribe showed the king, saying, "Hilkiah the
priest has given me a book." And Shaphan read it before the king.

1 Now the king sent them to gather all the elders of Judah and
Jerusalem to him. 2 The king went up to the house of the LORD
with all the men of Judah, and with him all the inhabitants of Jerusalem; the priests and the
prophets and all the people, both small and great. And he read in their hearing all the words of
the Book of the Covenant which had been found in the house of the LORD. 3 Then the king stood
by a pillar and made a covenant before the LORD, to follow the LORD and to keep His
commandments and His testimonies and His statutes, with all his heart and all his soul, to
perform the words of this covenant that were written in this book. And all the people took a
stand for the covenant. 4 And the king commanded Hilkiah the high priest, the priests of the
second order, and the doorkeepers, to bring out of the temple of the LORD all the articles that
were made for Baal, for Asherah, and for all the host of heaven; and he burned them outside
Jerusalem in the fields of Kidron. and carried their ashes to Bthel. 5 Then he removed the
idolatrous priests whom the kings of Judah had ordained to burn incense on the high places in
the cities of Judah and in the places all around Jerusalem, and those who burned incense to
Baal, to the sun, to the moon, to the constellations, and to all the host of heaven. 6 And he
brought out the wooden image from the house of the LORD, to the Brook Kidron outside



Jerusalem. burned it at the Brook Kidron and ground it to ashes, and threw its ashes on the
graves of the common people. 7 Then he tore down the ritual booths of the perverted persons
that were in the house of the LORD, where the women wove hangings for the wooden image.

10 And he defiled Topheth. which is in the Valley of the Son of Hinnom. that no man might
make his son or his daughter pass through the fire to Molech.

21 Then the king commanded all the people, saving, "Keep the Passover to the LORD vour
God. as it is written in this Book of the Covenant." 22 Such a Passover surely had never been
held since the days ofthe judges who judged Israel, nor in all the dayvs of the kings of Israel and
the kings of Judah. 23 But in the eighteenth year of King Josiah this Passover was held before
the LORD in Jerusalem. 24 Morcover Josiah put away those whoe consulted mediums and
spiritists, the household gods and idols, all the abominations that were seen in the land of
Judah and in Jerusalem. that he might perform the words of the law which were written in the
book that Hilkiah the priest found in the house of the LORD. 25 Now before him there was no
king like him, who turned to the LORD with all his heart, with all his soul, and with all his
might, according to all the Law of Moses; nor after him did any arise iike him.

I Samuel 17:3-11, 32-33, 37-51

3 The Philistines stood on a mountain on one side, and Israel stood on a mountain on the
other side, with a valley between them. 4 And a champion went out from the camp of the
Philistines, named Goliath, from Gath, whose height was six cubits and a span. 5 He had a
bronze helmet on his head, and he was armed with a coat of mail, and the weight of the coat was
five thousand shekels of bronze.

42 And when the Philistine
looked about and saw David, he disdained him; for he was only a youth,
ruddy and good-looking. 43 So the Philistine said to David, "Am I a dog,
that you come to me with sticks?" And the Philistine cursed David by



his gods. 44 And the Philistine said to David, "Come to me, and I will give your flesh to the
hirds of the air and the beasts of the field!" 45 Then David said to the Philistine, "You come to
me with a sword, with a spear, and with a javelin. But I come to you in the name of the LORD
of hosts, the God of the armies of Israel, whom you have defied. 46 "This day the LORD will de-
liver you into my hand, and I will strike you and take your head from you. And this day I will
give the carcasses of the camp of the Philistines to the birds of the air and the wild beasts of the
earth, that all the earth may know that there is a God in Israel. 47 "Then all this assembly
shall know that the LORD does not save with sword and spear; for the battle is the Lord's, and
He will give you into our hands.” 48 So it was, when the Philistine arose and came and drew
near to meet David, that David hastened and ran toward the army to meet the Philistine. 49
Then David put his hand in his bag and took out a stone; and he slung it and struck the Philis-
tine in his forehead, so that the stone sank into his forehead, and he fell on his face to the
earth.
